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TESTING

m Most schools were test optional in the fall of 2020 and are continuing the same
practice for the fall of 2021. Please see the link:

m Traditionally most schools require either the SAT or Act
m Take the first test in the spring of Junior year

m Re-take as needed (Oct., Nov., Dec. Senior year)

Since most schools accept both the SAT and the ACT - and since the tests are different, we recommend that students take
both exams at least once. Practice tests are a great way to do this.

SAT + ACT: TOP SIMILARITIES

Both have 4 sections and an optional essay

No penalty for incorrect answers

Multiple choice questions give four options; except for ACT Math
section.

Both are equally accepted as college admissions tests.




SAT + ACT: TOP 5 KEY DIFFERENCES

The SAT has a greater focus on History & Social Studies passages,
while the ACT requires more Science reading.

Both focus on Algebra, but the SAT has a greater emphasis on Data
Analysis & Problem Solving.

The SAT essay requires additional text analysis.

The SAT has a No Calculator Math section.

The SAT Math section has grid-in questions and a multi part question.

CALIFORNIA STATE UNIVERSITY (CSU)

First-time freshmen must meet the eligibility requirements: be a high school graduate or
equivalent; complete the 15-unit comprehensive “a-g” pattern of college preparatory
course; and earn a qualifying “a-g” grade point average of a 2.5 or greater (GPA).

The use of ACT/SAT examinations in determining admission eligibility for all CSU
campuses has been SUSPENDED for the fall 2021, winter 2022 and spring 2022

WESTERN UNDERGRADUATE EXCHANGE
(WUE)

Agreement between 14 Western States to offer reduced out-of-state tuition for their public
schools to residents of member states. Minimum GPA and ACT/SAT test scores vary per
college.

Reduced tuition of up to 150% of institution's regular resident tuition. Tuition (only) can be as
low as $7-8k per semester for WUE members.

MERIT VS NEED-BASED

Scholarships are typically based on “merit”

m Academic, fine arts, athletic, leadership qualities

m Awarded by colleges and universities, organizations,
businesses, clubs

m Requirements for renewal

Grants typically based on “need”

m Awarded by State and Federal government

m Colleges/Universities

m Evaluated each year



SCHOLARSHIPS

Largest amount of money usually comes
from the colleges in the form of merit
based scholarships

Outside/Private scholarships are posted in
Naviance Student and Google Classrooms
Can be stackable




FINANCIAL AID

FAFSA application opens October 1

m Every family should file a FAFSA regardless of total income; most institutions
use the FAFSA for institutional need-based aid

m Use the prior, prior year tax information ( ex. Tax Filing 2019)

m Many private universities will require applicants to fill out a CSS profile for
non-federal financial aid

ASSESSING STUDENT NEED

A student’s financial need is calculated as the difference between
the cost of attending the school, the Cost of Attendance (COA)
minus any expected financial assistance (EFA), such as gifts or
outside scholarships, and the amount the student and their family
is expected to pay, the Expected Family Contribution (EFC)

COA - EFC = Student Financial Need



EXPECTED FAMILY CONTRIBUTION

The Expected Family Contribution (EFC) is influenced by these
factors:

The amount the student’s parents will be asked to pay from
income and assets

The amount the student can contribute from earnings and
savings

Family size, age of oldest parent, number of children currently
attending college

Special circumstances: Health related expenses, loss of
property or death in the family
