Attendee AND parent/guardian must initial achnowledgement of consequences for any breach of
expected behaviors:

Attendees not complying with expected behavior may be required to sit with a Grad Trip
chaperone as “Grad Trip Detention” until it is time to leave event.

Attendee’s parent/guardian may be called to pick up student in Anaheim for egregious
breaches of expected behaviors.

Transportation to and from Jesuit High School will be the responsibility of the parent/
guardian. Attendee may not drive himself to or from Jesuit High School. Plan to pick up at Jesuit High
School at approximately 7AM on Monday, May 25.
